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Scope
The document's criteria cover both wild fish and cultivated fish, shellfish and molluscs.
The criteria cover the significant environmental aspects that can be connected with the fishing industry. The criteria only cover the environmental requirements that are relevant in respect of public procurement.
The criteria cover the health aspects that can be associated with the National Food Administration's dietary recommendations but do not cover the possible content of environmental pollutants in fish such as dioxin that is included in Sweden's exception clauses for certain fish species in the Baltic sea.

The subject of procurement
To make it clear for the tenderer that the intention of the negotiation is to procure items with especially good environmental qualities, the following captions are proposed:
"Ecological fish and shellfish products and also fish and shellfish products that are produced with consideration for the environment".
This is how the criteria in the document are used
The criteria in this document were developed after broad consultation with various interest groups and with a unified perspective from the point of view of sustainability. The purpose is to assist procuring organizations in imposing relevant sustainability requirements for this type of product. The document cannot be used as a ready-made attachment that can be sent out together with tender documentation. Instead, use the criterion or the criteria that suit your requirements and your goals. The document includes also suggestions about which verifications can be issued.
An evaluation requirement can be changed to a mandatory requirement or vice-versa if that is desirable and is preceded by a market survey to investigate possible consequences.
Users can adapt the layout and text to suit their own templates and can remove those sections of the document that are not relevant to their own procurement.
More information about how the criteria shall be used may be found in "Application instructions and information regarding the criteria" at the end of this document.
The Swedish Environmental Management Council cannot predict or be familiar with every conceivable procurement situation where the environmental criteria in this document may be used. Depending on how the individual procurement situation appears, the environmental criteria can be subject to judicial review, exactly as with all requirements set in a procurement. However, it can be noted that requests for re-examination of procurements due to environmental requirements are so far a relatively unusual phenomenon.
The procurer can choose a level of environmental criteria and the evidence/verification that should be requested based on the procurement situation in question. To reduce the risk of the requirements set in a procurement being subject to judicial review, a proportionality assessment should always be made of the requirements considered for use in the procurement. These should be no more far-reaching than is required for the procuring authority/entity to be able to obtain the quality and environmental performance that it wants.

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A.    Mandatory supplier requirements
The tender must state that the tenderer meets all requirements in part A in order for the tender to be accepted.
There are no mandatory requirements for the supplier's own internal environmental work as the criteria document only covers products. The reason is, that in the procurement laws there is no general support for stipulating requirements about the supplier's environmental management work during product procurement.
A.1.    Producer's responsibility for packaging
It shall be clearly stated in the tender that the tenderer meets the requirements for producer responsibility for packaging according to regulation (2006:1273) with latest changes)
.The product responsibility requirement for the tendered product can be met if the tenderer or the tenderer's suppliers are registered with the REPA register or equivalent, or if the tenderer has established a system of his own
.
A.2.    Requirement for quality assurance, food safety and traceability
· The supplier/company shall have routines to ensure that the requirements, criteria and conditions that have been stipulated in the different criteria documents can be complied with throughout the contract period.
· The supplier/company shall have control over the products in accordance with HACCP
 or equivalent established plan (jfr 1b §in the National Food Administration's directions and general advice about supervision of foodstuffs etc. (LIVSFS 1990:10 with latest changes or regulation 852/2004/EC), according to regulations 1829/2003/EC and 1830/2003/EC about genetically modified organisms and other relevant laws.
· The supplier/company shall have routines to ensure traceability in the supply chain both before and after, according to regulation 178/2002/EC.
The supplier shall in the tender describe which quality assurance methods are applied and how the above is to be complied with during the contract period.
Documentation that verifies compliance with the above shall, if requested, be made available to the procuring entity.
B.    Mandatory requirements for the product
Examples are given below of the possibilities for specifying products from wild and cultivated species that come from sustainable stocks when procuring fish, shellfish and molluscs.
All the mandatory requirements (in section B) must be met before the tender can be accepted. The tender shall clearly define how the tenderer complies with the requirements. 
B.1.    product Traceability
The product (freezed, fresh, prepared, processed or semi-processed) shall be traceable throughout the supply and processing chain. The tracing information shall at least indicate the catch zone, the trade designation (scientific name) and the production method (cultivated/wild) (ref: regulation 104/2000/EC which only applies to non-processed products).
Verification proposal
· Marking on every batch of raw products/semi-processed products with the catch zone and trade designation
· Certificate/documentation from the producer with producer number etc. (self declaration according to ISO 14021)
· Certificate showing that the production meets the certification criteria of the MSC
 (Marine Stewardship Council) or equivalent
· Certificate showing that the production meets the certification requirements of KRAV
 or equivalent 
· Certificate showing that the production meets the certification requirements of NÄRFISKAT
 or equivalent
· or equivalent verification/documentation (e.g. documented quality assurance routines that include the above mentioned industry or company guidelines, contract terms, environmental product declaration to ISO 14025 or self declaration to ISO 14021)
Note that in order to reduce the administrative work, verifications should not be requested just as a matter of routine. Instead, the relevant documentation, in a written or electronic form, should be supplied by the supplier when requested by the procuring authority after consultation with the supplier. It may also be possible to fetch the information from the DABAS database.
DABAS is a free, non-partisan, industry based, product/article database that includes information about the foodstuffs that are available on the Swedish food service market (see www.dabas.com).
These requirements go further than the stipulations in that all the products shall be traceable, e.g.by traceability marking. Traceability information can be given directly on the packaging. The marking may be substituted with a reference to an updated web page, product catalogue or the like. This can be appropriate, for instance, for combined products or semi-processed products where the recipe may vary depending upon the time of year and the availability of the raw fish ingredients.
B.2.    Wild fish products shall come from sustainable stocks.
Fulfill the certification criteria and come from sustainable stocks
Products shall comprise wild fish from stocks that comply with the following:
· The stocks are in balance with respect to spawning stocks and fishing mortality rates and are managed according to the specified management plan that ensures a favourable development of the stocks.
(ref. regulation 2371/2002/EC
 artikcle 4-6 or equivalent)
Verification proposal
· Certificate showing that the production meets the certification requirements of KRAV
 or equivalent
· Certificate showing that the production meets the certification requirements of MSC
 or equivalent
· Certificate/documentation from the producer with producer number etc. (self declaration according to ISO 14021)
· Documentation/marking/identification on invoices for environmental certification shall follow the product through all stages of the supply chain. The procuring organization can request the license number from the wholesaler.
· Documented quality assurance routines that include the above
· or equivalent verification/documentation (e.g. industry or company guidelines, contract terms, environmental product declaration to ISO 14025 or self declaration to ISO 14021)
Note that in order to reduce the administrative work, verifications should not be requested just as a matter of routine. Instead, the relevant documentation, in a written or electronic form, should be supplied by the supplier when requested by the procuring authority after consultation with the supplier. It may also be possible to fetch the information from the DABAS database.
The fish list can simplify preparation of both the procurer's invitation to tender and the tenderer's offer, see point B.4
B.3.    Cultivated fish products shall come from sustainable production
Alternative 1: Comply with certification criteria for sustainable ecological production
Products from cultivated fish and other products from aquaculture shall fulfill the criteria of regulation 834/2007/EC concerning ecological production and marking of ecological products. Note that this applies to the relevant species, see "Suggestion for verification" below.
Verification proposal
Certificate showing that for the relevant species
 the production meets the certification criteria of KRAV or equivalent.
Alternative 2: Comply with certification criteria for sustainable production

Products from cultivated fish and other products from aquaculture shall fulfill the criteria for sustainable production. Note that this applies to the relevant species, see "Suggestion for verification" below.
In such cases, at least the following shall be complied with:
· The cultivation unit's technical equipment, handling and checks prevent escaping. 
· Routine preventive treatment with medicines, e.g. antibiotics does not take place.
 All medicinal treatment is prescribed by a veterinary surgeon.
· Growth stimulant medicines or additives in the feedstuffs and water are not permitted.
· The feedstuffs are suitable and are adapted to the quantity of fish in the cultivation.
 
Verification proposal
· Certificate showing that for the relevant species
 the production meets the certification criteria of GLOBALGAP or equivalent 
· Supervision report with relevant information from an authority
· Norweigian standard 94:15(for Norweigian production) as proof that the cultivation installation withstands extreme weather conditions so as to prevent escape, as appropriate to the particular aquaculture
. 
· Norweigian standard 94:10(for Norweigian production) as proof of regulated cultivation which also includes minimization and control of sedimentation under the cultivation installation, as appropriate to the particular aquaculture
.
· or equivalent verification/documentation (e.g. industry or company guidelines, contract terms, supervisory authority's report if it includes adequate information, environmental product declaration to ISO 14025 or self declaration to ISO 14021)
Note that in order to reduce the administrative work, verifications should not be requested just as a matter of routine. Instead, the relevant documentation, in a written or electronic form, should be supplied by the supplier when requested by the procuring authority after consultation with the supplier. It may also be possible to fetch the information from the DABAS database.
The fish list can simplify preparation of both the procurer's invitation to tender and the tenderer's offer, see point B.4
B.4.    Fish list
The Swedish Environmental Management Council's fish list comprises the species that are most commonly the subject of public procurement. Tenderers shall follow the appended fish list, (appendix 1
) and 
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  only fish species that are marked with "Good"
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  only fish species that are marked with "Good" or "OK"
Note: The procuring authority marks the alternatives that apply for the current procurement!
Verification proposal
The tenderer makes a commitment as a supplier to follow the recommendations of the fish list. The supplier makes a commitment to keeping up to date about any changes to the fish list by frequent reference to www.msr.se/kriterier/fisk.
The procuring authority investigates the market conditions for the species that are marked with "Good" or "Good/OK" and weighs those factors against others such as meal plans and dietary policies. The result of a procurement, e.g. that the supplier shall only supply "Good" or "Good/OK" species, is communicated to all contract negotiators within the procuring authority.
C.    Award criteria
C.1.    Cultivated fish products should come from sustainable production
The possibility of using evaluation criteria is only utilized if requirements have not already been stipulated as mandatory in the requirement specification. In this case it means that the evaluation requirements below, for cultivated fish products, can not be used if mandatory requirements according to B3 have already been stipulated.
Alternative 2: Comply with certification criteria for sustainable production

Cultivation of fish and shellfish in marine or freshwater environments is done in such a way that the impact on the environment is minimized. Note that this applies to the relevant species, see "Suggestion for verification" below. In such cases, at least the following should be complied with:
· The cultivation unit's technical equipment, handling and checks prevent escaping. 
· Routine preventive treatment with medicines, e.g. antibiotics does not take place.
 All medicinal treatment is prescribed by a veterinary surgeon.
· Growth stimulant medicines or additives in the feedstuffs and water are not permitted.
· The feedstuffs are suitable and are adapted to the quantity of fish in the cultivation.
 
Verification proposal
· Certificate showing that for the relevant species
 the production meets the certification criteria of GLOBALGAP or equivalent 
· Supervision report with relevant information from an authority
· Norweigian standard 94:15(for Norweigian production) as proof that the cultivation installation withstands extreme weather conditions so as to prevent escape, as appropriate to the particular aquaculture. e.g. Norweigian salmon and cod.
· Norweigian standard 94:10(for Norweigian production) as proof of regulated cultivation which also includes minimization and control of sedimentation under the cultivation installation, as appropriate to the particular aquaculture. e.g. Norweigian cultivated salmon and cod
· or equivalent verification/documentation (e.g. industry or company guidelines, contract terms, supervisory authority's report if it includes adequate information, environmental product declaration to ISO 14025 or self declaration to ISO 14021)
Note that in order to reduce the administrative work, verifications should not be requested just as a matter of routine. Instead, the relevant documentation, in a written or electronic form, should be supplied by the supplier when requested by the procuring authority after consultation with the supplier. It may also be possible to fetch the information from the DABAS database.
The fish list can simplify preparation of both the procurer's invitation to tender and the tenderer's offer, see point B.4
D.    Special contract terms
The possibility of using special contract conditions is only utilized if requirements have not already been stipulated in the requirement specification or in the evaluation.
D.1.    Fish from sustainable stocks or sustainable production according to the fish list (appendix 1)
From the beginning of the contract and throughout the contract period, suppliers shall hold themselves updated via the website of the Swedish Environmental Management Council, www.msr.se, and only supply fish that are marked with "Good" or "Good/OK" on the current fish list depending on the procuring authorities decision.
Verification proposal
The tenderer makes a commitment as a supplier to follow the recommendations of the fish list. The supplier makes a commitment to maintaining an awareness of any changes to the Fish List.
Application instructions and information regarding the criteria
The criteria include requirements and contract conditions with respect to the environment that procuring authorities (government departments, local councils and county councils) and also private sector purchasers can use. The intention is not that a procurement must include all requirements or terms offered in the criteria. The criteria shall instead be seen as a menu from which one can select the requirements that are in accordance with the organization's objectives and capabilities.
A careful analysis of needs creates good preconditions for a correct procurement and adherence to the contract during the contract period. The appended "fish list" can be used during the needs analysis to reach decisions and to define what is to be requested.
Mandatory product requirements
These suggestions for requirements are related to the environmental factors which are considered to be important for this product area; the status of the specie's stocks that is supported by the requirement for traceability. The intention is that fish that are consumed in the public sector are taken from sustainable stocks on the basis of scientific advice.
The criteria at the product level include two alternatives for the procuring authority:
· Choice of certified products from sustainable stocks
· Choice of non-certified products from sustainable stocks
The procuring authority chooses which of the alternative criteria apply to each of the products. See the information in the background document and the motive texts with respect to the implications of the different alternatives.
B-1 Traceability
Traceability is a mandatory requirement for all products. Without reliable documentation and checking of the sources of fish, such measures as quota controls are undermined. Clear traceability increases the possibility of judging the environmental impact of the product.
B.2 Fish products from sustainable stocks
Before each procurement, judge what possibilities there are for increasing the assortment of specified fish that are certified according to MSC or KRAV or meet the EU requirement 834/2007 for ecological production or satisfy equivalent criteria.

It is not permitted according to the law about public procurement (LOU) to specifically require that the product is marked with "MSC" or "KRAV" or their respective logos. However it is quite permissible to define the product according to the criteria in the respective certification regulations.
The majority of fish procured in the public sector are not environmentally certified. Application of these requirements has as a main objective encouragement of the procurement and specification of fish products from sustainable stocks where catch quotas are respected. Use the fish list to help with decisions about what to include in the product procurement and/or use it with menu planning and specification.
choosing between Mandatory requirements and evaluation requirements
The calculated quantity and type of products that will be required during the contract period should be specified in an appendix so as to make it easier for a potential supplier to submit a realistic tender.
The procuring authority then chooses the particular mixture of products and the applicable criteria. The mixture may comprise only certified species or a combination of certified and sustainable, non-certified species. The mixture of certified production and sustainable production can be described according to one of the following alternatives:
a) as a certain proportion of the offered assortment (e.g. 20%).
The tenderer offers optional products produced according to defined environmental criteria in 2 cases out of 10. The procurer chooses when ordering between certified and sustainable products which means that the specifier decides the final extent of environmental consideration.
b) as substitution product
The tenderer offers only products produced according to the specified environmental criteria for those products that are particularly defined in the article specification. Conventionally produced products can not then be offered and shall not be requested during the contract period. 
c) as an alternative to another product, so called compliment
The tenderer offers a product according to the specified environmental criteria as an alternative to another product, e.g. a conventional product, for those products that are specially defined in the article specification. The procurer chooses when ordering between certified or conventional product which means that the specifier decides the resulting degree of environmental consideration.
EVALUATION MODEL
Evaluation criteria can only be used when applying the "economically most advantageous bid" evaluation model. Evaluation criteria are weighted in relation to each other and each criterion must be graded. Adapt the grading to your own evaluation model and judge how "environmental considerations" shall be weighted in order for it to have an effect during procurement. Give environmental considerations sufficient weight to ensure that environmentally sound products are included in the contract.
If the "lowest price" evaluation model is applied, only mandatory requirements can be specified and the evaluation criteria in section C cannot be used. The chosen evaluation model does not automatically result in either lower or higher environmental specifications but requires that a thorough market analysis is carried out if the procurement is to result in good environmental consideration at a reasonable price whilst at the same time stimulating competition in the procurement.
Special contract terms
Special contract conditions are aimed at specifying something that should occur in connection with the contract start, or a bit into the contract period, e.g. to offer products according to the updated Fish List. Details should be included in the contract about the course of action, both if the contract conditions are not met and also if they are exceeded; e.g. application of respectively a penalty or a bonus. If there are special contract terms, then these terms shall be stated in the announcement of the procurement or in the tender documentation. The procuring authority assesses the extent of its resources for verifying compliance during the contract period and specifies requirements according to those resources so as to ensure even-handed treatment of all the tendering contractors.
Follow-up 
It is important to follow-up the contract to ensure that the products that comply with the contract requirements are also ordered during the entire contract period. The following-up of orders ensures not only that the right products have been delivered but also that the right products have been ordered; e.g. by means of certification documents, statistical data from the supplier(s) and/or by checking the actual supplied products. 
It can be a problem for the tenderer to always be 100% updated about the content of all of the products because of variations in the producers' raw materials, recipe changes, seasonal variations, etc. The tenderer is nevertheless the party that has the greatest possibility of obtaining the information that is required during tendering and/or during contract follow-up. Eventually, tendering and follow-up can be made easier if all the tenderer's suppliers make updated information about their products available in a database such as DABAS.
The procuring authority can then itself fetch the required information. It may be possible in the long term for the contractor to include stipulations about reporting to a database such as DABAS in the contracts with his own suppliers. All reports are then made to a single point instead of to several as is the case today. This can save time for the procuring authority, contractor and supplier.
Suppliers who during the contract period do not meet the specified requirements, should be subjected to some kind of sanction. The requirements of the procurement can for example have caused the tenderer not to offer products or the procurer to pay for performance that has not been achieved. This can distort competition and thus following-up is a very important part of the procurement work. Sanctions for divergence from the contract are defined in the procurement contract by the procuring authority. The follow-up can be carried out by the procurer or by a third party.

Environmentally sound fishing methods
After fish stock assessment, the choice of fishing method is the most important factor with respect to sustainability and ecological soundness. For each species a fishing method should be selected that minimizes damage to the marine environment and promotes sustainability not just for the target species but also for other marine organisms.
It can be difficult to gain access to as much current information as one might wish about the status of different species and related fishing methods; attempts are however being made to improve the situation. The status with respect to aspects of fishing method should be monitored and information passed on to the procuring department so as to allow more refined contract specifications in future procurements. As support for the discussion of this issue there are fishing equipment tables that give general information about the environmental effects of different methods but it is difficult to accurately assess the environmental effects as there are different types of trawls. Further information about different fishing methods may be found on the Swedish Board of Fisheries home page, www.fiskeriverket.se. At the present time it can be difficult to impose a particular fishing method as there are no mandatory requirements in this respect, neither for fish or processed fish products. It is of course possible to request verification from the producer that the product is fished using a particular method (e.g. self declaration according to ISO 14021 or equivalent), but in that case it should be specified as an evaluation criteria.
Verification of requirements and criteria (A – C)
Verifications, i.e. evidence such as certification that the specified requirements are met, can be requested either together with the tender or afterwards during evaluation of a tender, before a contract is signed. It is a precondition that the procuring authority has requested verification before the contract is signed and that the supplier has given assurance that he has the necessary documents. If the supplier does not provide the verification when requested, the procuring authority should reserve the right to not sign the contract. Current verifications should also be regularly requested during follow-up to ensure that the specified requirements are fulfilled throughout the contract period. 
The verification/certificate can be issued at different levels and shall be traceable to the particular products in the procurement. The safest and most reliable are third-party verifications and it is possible to request such verifications from tenderers/suppliers. In other cases a self declaration or a company certificate may be sufficient. The market analysis should contain an investigation of what types of verifications are most used in the industry in question. These should be requested to reduce the tenderer's administrative costs for the tender and to encourage competition.
It is difficult for negotiating authorities to check and evaluate "equivalent" systems for production or control. These difficulties arise when both the suppliers with certified products and those without are to be given an opportunity to compete for the contract on equal conditions.  The suppliers products shall actually just satisfy the environment related requirements, not the requirement for certification. However, in the fish and shellfish market, most of the products that meet the requirements in fact have adequate certification as this is often seen as an economic way of communicating a higher product value. 
There may nevertheless be operators in the Swedish and European market who can offer equivalent products but which are not certified. The intended environmental improvements are achieved, but this is very difficult for the procurer to check. The checking then becomes the responsibility of the procuring authority and the concrete task often ends up on the desk of an individual procurer. Most usually this individual does not have the competence that is required. The competence must often be bought in from specialist consultants.
Future criteria
The following criteria will be assessed and discussed in connection with next audit of the environmental requirement specification.
Environmental classification of engines on fishing boats (according to the IMO's regulations)
Brief motivation: reduced sulphur emissions, particles, exhaust emission control, fuel consumption etc. New engines do consume slightly less fuel but the choice of fishing tackle has a greater effect on the energy consumption. About 75% of the energy to produce a packet of frozen cod is consumed by the fishing boat. A prioritized area in the EU is to reduce the energy consumption and carbon dioxide emissions. The criteria will be considered during a revision. 
The effects of fishing on the climate
Fishing can be very energy intensive, depending upon the time taken for the catch, and this should be included in an assessment of the environmental effects of the final product. To reduce the procurement's environmental footprint, the shortest possible fishing times (per kg fish) and the most suitable fishing methods are to be preferred. Future criteria can comprise requirements for choice of fuel, refrigerants and the age of the boat. This however requires that compliance with the requirements can be verified in a satisfactory manner.
Improved fishing methods
With respect to sustainability and ecological soundness, the choice of fishing method is, in conjunction with fish stock assessment highly significant and should in some way be included in the environmental assessment.
The present equipment table only gives a rating to different fishing methods. The equipment table can in the future be revised to exclude certain fishing methods but this does not stimulate improvement of the excluded equipment. Also, The less desirable fishing methods can still be legally permitted. There is however the possibility of having preferences concerning the products that are procured and a ranking of the fishing methods from best to worst (see the example in the equipment table) which has the advantage that it does not require exact data about each individual fishing boat and every fishing method, which is almost impossible. In future criteria, consideration should be given to whether the fishing method aspect should be integrated in the fish list or if it is more appropriate to use existing references about the general environmental effects of different fishing methods.
Better fishing methods can also be achieved by setting some sort of quantitative limit for fuel consumption, incidental catches and impact on the sea floor. This however demands large resources for information collection and updating and also requires that compliance with the requirements can be verified in a satisfactory manner.
Fishing Politics
The European Union has a large influence on Swedish fishing politics and for example decides on the national fishing quotas for wild fish. During the coming mandate period, starting in 2009, the EU fishing policies will be reviewed and changes at the EU level may then result in revisions. The Swedish Environmental Management Council will be following developments in this area.
Environmentally certified aquaculture
At the present there are only a few global environmental markings for the fish, shellfish and mollusc market, the most significant of these being the consumer markings MSC and KRAV. The Swedish environmental certification KRAV, for cultivated fish, shellfish and molluscs, only covers relatively few species on the Swedish market at the present time. This may change relatively quickly as several international bodies associated with different marking systems are working to certify a greater number of species and stocks which can increase the volume of products produced in a sustainable manner. 
The certification system GLOBAL-GAP made a public announcement in April 2009 about work to establish certification and marking of the Pangasius and Tilapia species and this is expected to be running by 2010.
The World Wildlife Fund (WWF) is working at the present time with several organizations, mainly in Asia, to create a regulatory structure and recommendations for sustainable aquaculture. There is however no such certification and marking available at the present time
