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Introduction
A tyre's characteristics affect the environment in several ways:
· Rolling resistance 
· Environmentally hazardous substances in rubber mixtures
· External road noise
· Tyre service life
· Tearing up of particles from the road
· Recycling of used tyres
The table below summarises the environmental impact affected by the criteria in this document. The last column, "Requirements", includes references to the relevant section in the criteria document.

Scope
The criteria have been developed for class C1, C2 and C3 tyres as these are defined in article 8 of Regulation (EC) No 661/2009.

The criteria can, in addition to direct procurements of tyres, also be used in the procurement of services and contracts in which the use of tyres comprises a large portion of the environmental impact.
This is how the criteria in the document are used
The criteria in this document were developed after broad consultation with various interest groups. The purpose is to assist procuring organisations in imposing relevant environmental requirements. The document is not intended to be used as a ready-made attachment that can be sent out together with tender documentation. Instead, use the criterion or the criteria that suit your requirements and your goals. The user must adapt the layout and text etc. to fit his/her own template and remove those parts of the document that are not relevant for inclusion in the tender documentation. It is also important to indicate how the tenderer should respond to the criteria and what verification (certification) should be submitted. Proposals for certification are included in this criteria document.
About the requirements
The requirements have been formulated to be as user-friendly as possible, and consist of mandatory requirements for the supplier and the product. These are reported in sections A and B. 
This version of the procurement criteria for tyres does not contain any more stringent requirements than the earlier version. However, efforts are underway to update the requirements to include requirements for low rolling resistance and better traffic safety characteristics. These requirements have not yet been included because the methods for tyre testing have not yet been fully developed to function in compliance with the upcoming requirements from the EU. Because of these changes in testing methods, the requirements for low rolling resistance in the previous version of the criteria document have been removed.
Concurrently, efforts are also underway to investigate the possibility of introducing more stringent requirements concerning lower road noise and hazardous substances in tyre treads. 
Future refinements to requirements will be harmonised with Regulation (EC) No 1222/2009 of the European Parliament and of the Council on the labelling of tyres.

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A.    Mandatory supplier requirements
The tender must state that the tenderer meets the requirements in part A for the tender to be accepted.
A.1.    Manufacturer's responsibility
The tenderer shall, no later than the commencement of the agreement, meet the requirements of Directive 1994:1236 on manufacturer responsibility for tyres.  

Proposal for verification
The supplier will be considered to have met the requirement if he/she affirms that either the supplier or the importer/manufacturer is affiliated with the Swedish Tyre Recycling Organisation (SDAB).

Alternatively, the tenderer can submit a declaration verifying registration with another system similar to the system administered by SDAB. In such cases, the tenderer must include with the tender a description of an organisation with collection facilities and relevant geographic coverage. This description must also include a description of the companies responsible for tyre recycling, including recycling processes, and documentation verifying that regular reports are submitted to the Swedish EPA concerning the results of reuse/recycling, material recovery and other circumstances affecting the final handling of tyres.
B.    Mandatory requirements for the product
The tender must state that the tenderer meets all requirements in part B for the tender to be accepted.
B.1.    Traffic safety and road noise
· Tyres offered shall comply with Swedish Road Administration regulations VVFS 2003:22, last revised by TSFS 2009:16.

· Tyres shall carry "S" labels in compliance with EU Directive 2001/43/EC. For tyres without labels manufactured before 1 October 2009, a certificate verifying road noise performance shall be included.
Proposal for verification
Supplier Declaration or environmental declaration verifying that the tyres on offer meet the requirements for noise. Certificates must be included in compliance with the second item for unlabelled tyres. A supplier should be able to demonstrate that the winter tyres on offer for cars are listed in trade association STRO's
 directory of approved winter tyres, i.e. by attaching a copy of the directory with the offered products marked.
 If the offered tyres are not listed in the directory, the procuring entity should contact STRO and inquire if the offered tyre can be considered to conform to the Swedish Transport Administration's definition of a winter tyre. Winter tyres that are determined by STRO not to conform to this definition should not be accepted.
All suppliers of tyres can have their products reviewed by STRO. No formal application is required for the review of products.
B.2.    Polynuclear aromatic hydrocarbon (PAH)
Offered tyres shall comply with PAH requirements in Annex 17 of Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 of the European Parliament and Council.

Proposal for verification
Licence for Nordic Ecolabelling Svan (Ecolabelling of tyres, version 3.0 or later), Supplier Declaration or environmental declaration. The declaration must demonstrate that the vulcanised rubber mixtures in the tyre do not exceed the limit value of 0.35% HBay, measured and calculated in accordance with ISO-21461.
Future requirements
As indicated in the introduction, efforts are currently underway to update the environmental requirements for tyres. New requirements will be included in 2011 and will cover:
· Requirements for low rolling resistance
· Requirements for good wet grip
· The possibility of more stringent demands concerning road noise and hazardous substances in tyre treads is also currently under investigation.
