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Introduction
There are two different types of contracts in the area of indoor lighting: replacement contracts and maintenance/service contracts. In most cases, the tenant or property owner negotiates this contract and it is therefore not procured. Whether these are procured or not, it is important in replacement contracts to set environmental requirements for the new lighting products. The Swedish Environmental Management Council's criteria document for lighting products can then be used for this purpose. If a contractor is used, it is important to set requirements to ensure that the contractor follows environmentally sound procedures for the handling and disposal of used light sources.

Scope
This document covers both call-off contracts and turnkey contracts for indoor lighting.
How to use the criteria in this document
The criteria in this document were developed after broad consultation with various interest groups and reflect a holistic environmental perspective. The purpose is to assist procuring organisations in imposing relevant environmental requirements for this type of product. 
The document is not intended to be used as a ready-made attachment that can be sent out together with tender documentation. Instead, choose the criteria/levels that suit your requirements and your objectives. 
An award criterion can possibly be made into a mandatory requirement or vice versa, if this is desirable (however, be aware of the effects this can have on the market). Users must adapt the layout and content to their own formats and delete those portions of the document that are not relevant for inclusion in thier own tender documentation. 
It is also important to indicate how the tenderer should respond to the criteria and what verification (certification) should be submitted (possibly your own reply form).
basic requirements
The basic requirements are simple requirements for those who wish to make an environmentally adapted procurement within this area. There is good availability on the market and the requirements are easy to verify.
advanced requirements
The advanced requirements comprise requirements that go a little further than the basic requirements with regard to environmental performance, and demand more from the procuring authority/entity with regard to review of verifications and follow-up. This document does not contain any advanced requirements.
spearhead requirements
The spearhead requirements are intended for procuring authorities/departments who wish to procure the best environmental alternative that the market has to offer. The spearhead requirements demand higher levels of requirement verification (and thus increased competence and resources if no third-party verification alternative is available). The availability of products on the market is less than for the other requirement levels. There are no spearhead requirements in this document.
Overview of requirement levels
Each requirement heading (e.g. D.2) may contain requirements on several levels. D.2 and D.3 also contain advanced requirements and spearhead requirements in addition to basic requirements.

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A.    Mandatory supplier requirements
The tender must state that the tenderer meets all requirements in part A in order for the tender to be accepted.
A.1.    Contractor's Environment (management) work
BASIC REQUIREMENTS
The tenderer shall have procedures for environmental work in place during the completion of the assignment which contain at least the following elements:
· Procedures for training personnel in environmental issues , covering the importance of the environmental policy and environmental management procedures, environmental considerations, roles and responsibilities in environmental management work, consequences of deviations
· Procedures for identifying significant environmental considerations of the contract concerning the replacement of light sources or the maintenance of indoor lighting
· Resources and responsibility allocation within the company for environmental work
Proposal for verification
The tenderer can report this using systems such as ISO 14001 or EMAS. If the tenderer has his or her own environmental management system, the following items (which correspond to the above items) may be reported:
· Training plan for the staff, where thetraining covers the importance of the environmental policy and environmental management practices, environmental considerations, roles and responsibilities in environmental management work, consequences of deviations
· Organization's identified significant environmental considerations of the contract concerning the replacement of light sources or the maintenance of indoor lighting
· Resources and responsibility allocation within the company for environmental work
A.2.    Environmental considerations in waste management
BASIC REQUIREMENTS
The contractor shall have a plan to ensure the environmentally sound handling and disposal of used light sources and to ensure that the manufacturer's producer responsibility is met in accordance with the Swedish ordinance on producer responsibility for electrical and electronic products (SFS 2005:209), including amendments.
Proposal for verification
Presentation of plan.
B.    Mandatory requirements of the service
No mandatory requirements for the service are proposed.
C.    Award criteria
No award criteria for the service are proposed.
D.    Special contract terms
D.1.    The contractor's environmental management practices in relevant assignment
BASIC REQUIREMENTS
The tenderer must report the following at the start of the contract period, for example, the start meeting:
· Concrete environmental objectives and action plans for environmental improvement measures to minimize the environmental impact of the contract as regards replacement of light sources or maintenance of indoor lighting in the relevant assignment. State how the planned environmental improvements will be implemented.  
· Resources and allocation of responsibilities within the company for the environmental objectives and action plans listed above.
· Reporting and monitoring on the fulfilment of environmental objectives and the implementation of the environmental action plan.
Proposal for verification during follow-up:
Written documentation reporting environmental objectives, written action plans, resources, allocation of responsibilities, and reports from coordination meetings.
D.2.    technical requirements for call-off contracts
BASIC REQUIREMENTS
Contractors in replacement or maintenance contracts shall, when replacing used light sources with new light sources in existing luminaires and when changing luminaires, apply  the Swedish Environmental Management Council's basic environmental criteria levels for lighting products for the relevant light sources, see document www.msr.se/kriterier/inomhusbelysning, when purchasing light sources and luminaires.
Advanced REQUIREMENTS
Contractors in replacement or maintenance contracts shall, when changing used light sources to new light sources in existing luminaires and when changing luminaires, apply  the Swedish Environmental Management Council's advanced environmental criteria levels for lighting products for the relevant light sources when purchasing light sources and luminaires. See document www.msr.se/kriterier/inomhusbelysning.
Spearhead REQUIREMENTS
Contractors in replacement or maintenance contracts shall, when changing used light sources to new light sources in existing luminaires and when changing luminaires, apply  the Swedish Environmental Management Council's spearhead environmental criteria levels for lighting products for the relevant light sources when purchasing light sources and luminaires. See document www.msr.se/kriterier/inomhusbelysning.
Proposal for verification during follow-up:
Purchasing specifications as per above.
D.3.    Environmental considerations for planning and technical selections in turnkey contracts
BASIC REQUIREMENTS
Contractors in replacement or maintenance contracts shall, when changing used light sources to new light sources in existing luminaires and when changing luminaires, apply  the Swedish Environmental Management Council's basic environmental criteria levels for lighting products and lighting planning
 for the relevant parts of the contract. See document www.msr.se/kriterier/inomhusbelysning.
Advanced REQUIREMENTS
Contractors in replacement or maintenance contracts shall, when changing used light sources to new light sources in existing luminaires and when changing luminaires, apply  the Swedish Environmental Management Council's advanced levels of environmental criteria for lighting products and lighting planning
 for the relevant parts of the contract. See document www.msr.se/kriterier/inomhusbelysning.
Spearhead REQUIREMENTS
Contractors in replacement or maintenance contracts shall, when changing used light sources to new light sources in existing luminaires and when changing luminaires, apply  the Swedish Environmental Management Council's spearhead levels of environmental criteria for lighting products for the relevant light products and lighting planning
 for relevant parts of the contract. See document www.msr.se/kriterier/inomhusbelysning.
Proposal for verification during follow-up:
Reporting of planning/purchasing specifications for lighting as per above.
